
 

 

Jack Up the Jackpot Contest (2026) 

1) Promotion: Jack Up the Jackpot (2026) (the “Promotion”) 

This Promotion is governed by these terms and conditions (the “Conditions”) as well as 
BCLC’s General Terms and Conditions for Promotions (the “General Conditions”).  

Where the Conditions and the General Conditions conflict, these Conditions will prevail. 

2) Promotion Period: 7:00 am PST February 9, 2026, to 6:59 am PST March 23, 2026.  

3) Prizes: 

i. Grand Prize: means the final jackpot amount determined by the number of 
Prize Draw Visits made during the Grand Prize Promotion Period. For every 
one (1) Prize Draw Visit made, BCLC will add $0.50 (50 cents) to the Grand 

Prize amount. There is one (1) Grand Prize available to be won. 

ii. Weekly Prizes: $5000 cash. There are six (6) Weekly Prizes available to be 

won. 

4) Prize Draw Visit: means the first time a Qualified Entrant correctly inserts their Encore 

Rewards card, or uses their Encore Rewards Account via cardless sign-in, to a slot 
machine or Electronic Table game, and generates a transaction at any BC casino or 
Community Gaming Centre during a Gaming Day. Gaming Day means the 24-hour 

period from 7:00 am PST on one day to 6:59 am PST the following day. 

Free Play means a credit awarded as Encore Rewards points for redemption on 
qualified gaming devices, such as slots or Electronic Table games. Free Plays do not 

qualify as Prize Draw Visits and will not result in entries into any draw. 

5) Qualified Entrant: in addition to the requirements for a Qualified Entrant in the 

General Conditions, for this Promotion, the entrant must not be: 

i. a BCLC service provider employee. 

6) How to Enter the Weekly Prize Draws 

There are two (2) ways to enter the Weekly Prize Draws: 

A. A Qualified Entrant receives one (1) entry into the Weekly Prize Draw for every one (1) 

Prize Draw Visit made during the Weekly Prize Promotion Period, except that: 

i. if the Qualified Entrant is a Double Diamond Encore Rewards member, they 

will receive two (2) entries into the Weekly Prize Draw for every one (1) 

Prize Draw Visit made during the Weekly Prize Promotion Period; or 
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ii. if the Qualified Entrant is a Triple Diamond Encore Rewards member, they 
will receive three (3) entries into the Weekly Prize Draw for every one (1) 

Prize Draw Visit made during the Weekly Prize Promotion Period; or 

iii. if the Qualified Entrant is an Elite Encore Rewards member, they will receive 
five (5) entries into the Weekly Prize Draw for every one (1) Prize Draw Visit 

made during the Weekly Prize Promotion Period. 

B. A Qualified Entrant may receive entries into the Weekly Draw(s) by mailing a single 

sheet of paper titled Weekly Draw Prize with their full name, Encore Rewards number, 
and Encore Rewards Status (i.e., Basic, Double Diamond, Triple Diamond, or Elite) in an

V5M 0A6, Attention: Casino Promotions, Jack up the Jackpot. An entry will be disqualified 

if it is missing any of the details mentioned above. 

A Qualified Entrant may obtain one (1) entry per week, up to a maximum of six (6) entries 
total. The entry must be received by the last day of the Entry Period as stated in the table 

below. 

Each mailed entry will count as one (1) Prize Draw Visit and the number of entries 

awarded will reflect the Qualified Entrant’s Encore Rewards Status as follows:  

i. one (1) entry for Basic members; 

ii. two (2) entries for Double Diamond members; 

iii. three (3) entries for Triple Diamond members; or  

iv. five (5) entries for Elite members. 

A Qualified Entrant may mail their Weekly Draw entry in the same envelope as the Grand 

Prize Draw entry. BCLC shall not be responsible for delivery errors or failures. 

A Drawn Entrant is eligible to win only one (1) Weekly Prize. A Drawn Entrant of a Weekly 

Prize will not be eligible to enter additional Weekly Prizes. A Weekly Prize Winner is still 

eligible to enter the Grand Prize Draw.

There are two (2) ways to enter the Grand Prize Draw: 

A. A Qualified Entrant receives one (1) entry into the Grand Prize Draw for every one (1) 

Prize Draw Visit made during the Grand Prize Promotion Period, except that: 

i. if the Qualified Entrant is a Double Diamond Encore Rewards member, they 
will receive two (2) entries into the Grand Prize Draw for every one (1) Prize

ii. if the Qualified Entrant is a Triple Diamond Encore Rewards member, they 
will receive three (3) entries into the Grand Prize Draw for every one (1) 

Prize Draw Visit made during the Grand Prize Promotion Period; or 

iii. if the Qualified Entrant is an Elite Encore Rewards member, they will receive 
five (5) entries into the Grand Prize Draw for every one (1) Prize Draw Visit 

made during the Grand Prize Promotion Period. 

B. A Qualified Entrant may receive entries into the Grand Prize Draw by mailing a single 

sheet of paper titled Grand Prize Draw with their full name, Encore Rewards number, and 
Encore Rewards Status (i.e., Basic, Double Diamond, Triple Diamond, or Elite) in an 
envelope to British Columbia Lottery Corporation, 2940 Virtual Way, Vancouver, B.C., 

V5M 0A6, Attention: Casino Promotions, Jack up the Jackpot.

12) Prize Delivery: The Prize will be delivered to the Winner's choice of receiving address 

within the province of British Columbia. The Winner is responsible for providing an 
accurate delivery address, useable by the delivery carrier, and must be available to 
receive the Prize at the address when it is delivered or make arrangements with the 

carrier to collect the Prize. BCLC shall not be responsible for delivery errors or
